Probate of the Will of Francis Kervell of Linchmere Sussex

Will dated 30 October 1821

Probate granted 21 September 1844

This is the last Will and Testament of me Francis Kervell of Linchmere in the County of Sussex Wheelwright made this thirtieth day of October in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and twenty one first I direct that all and singular my just debts funeral expenses and the expenses of proving this my will shall be fully paid and discharged Also I give and devise unto my Wife Elizabeth Kervell for her life all that my messuage or tenement Shop Garden land hereditaments and premises situate and being in the parish of Linchmere within the Manor of Linchmere and Sansbred(?) in the County of Sussex and now in my own occupation To hold the same unto my said Wife for and during the term of her natural life And from and immediately after the decease of her my said Wife I give and devise all the same messuage or tenement Shop garden land hereditaments and premises unto my Daughter Mary Kervell her heirs executors administrators and assigns To hold the same unto my said Daughter Mary Kervell her heirs executors administrators and assigns according to the …?.. of the same absolutely and for ever Subject nevertheless to such mortgage thereof if any as shall be made by my said Wife as herein after expressed And I direct that my said Wife shall immediately or as soon as conveniently can be after my decease procure a new lease or new leases for three lives to be executed of so much of the said messuage or tenement Shop Garden land hereditaments and premises as is or are now held by me for years determinable on lives, if  my said Wife shall be able to procure the same and it is my wish that the life of my said daughter Mary Kervell shall be one of the said three lives conjointly with the lives of the other person or persons for whose life or lives respectively the same shall be held at the time of such renewal of the lease thereof And I direct that as often as any life shall stop in the lifetime of my said Wife a new lease for three complete lives of the same premises shall always be procured by my said Wife if she can conveniently do so And I direct that in case my said Wife shall think fit at any time or times during her life to mortgage the said messuage or tenement Shop garden land hereditaments and premises or any part thereof then and in such case it shall be lawful for her my said Wife at any time or times and from time when and so often as she shall think proper during her life by any Deed or Deeds  Instrument or Instruments in writing to be by her sealed and delivered in the presence of and attested by one or more credible Witness or Witnesses to grant assign demise transfer or set over the whole or any part of my said messuage or tenement shop garden land hereditaments and premises unto any person or persons whosoever and his her or their heirs executors administrators or assigns for the whole or any part of the then existing term of years or other absolute estate or a interest therein as and by way of a security or securities for any such sum or sums of money as may by any such person or persons respectively be advanced and lent unto my said Wife on security of the same premises And I direct that the Receipt or Receipts of her my said Wife shall be to any mortgagee or mortgagees of my said messuage or tenement shop garden land hereditaments and premises or any part theof good and sufficient discharge or discharges for the whole or such part of the mortgage money so advanced and lent as aforesaid as may be thereby expressed to be received and that no mortgagee after obtaining such receipt or receipts shall be answerable or accountable for the application or misapplication or nonapplication of the money thereby expressed to be received or any part thereof but such Receipt or Receipts if indorsed on any mortgage deed shall operate and ..?..  to charge and make chargeable all the aforesaid messuage or tenement  shop garden land hereditaments and premises to and with the repayment of the mortgage money thereby expressed to be received together with interest for the same notwithstanding any Informality in such mortgage deed or in the attestation thereof Also I give and bequeath unto my said Wife for her own use all my provisions and liquors which may be in or about the dwellinghouse in which I may be resident at the time of my decease Also I give and bequeath unto my said Wife for her life the interest and proceed of all my Ready monies and monies on security and the use …(?).. full and free enjoyment of all my household Goods and furniture and all other my Personal Estate Property and Effects whatsoever To hold and enjoy the same unto and by my said Wife for and during the term of her natural life And I direct that in case my said Wife shall have occasion to expend the whole or any part of the principal of my said monies or to sell and reinvest to her own use my said household Goods furniture and other personal estate property and effects or any part thereof she my said Wife shall have free liberty so to expend and sell and reinvest to her own use the whole or any part thereof at her discretion And from and after the decease of my said Wife I give and bequeath the whole of my said Ready monies and monies on security and all other my Personal Estate property and Effects whatsoever or so much thereof as may remain undisposed of by my said Wife unto my said daughter Mary Kervell her executors administrators and assigns absolutely and for ever And I do hereby give devise and bequeath and in exercise of all powers and authorities me hereunto enabling I do direct limit and appoint all my said real and personal estate and estates to the persons and in manner before mentioned accordingly And I do hereby make and appoint my said Wife Elizabeth Kervell full and sole Executrix of this my last Will (word missing) and Testament And I declare and direct that she my said Wife her heirs executors or administrators shall not be answerable or accountable for any damage or loss happening in or to my said Real or personal property or any part thereof and also that she and they and each and every of them shall and may by and out of the property monies or effects which may come to her or their or any of their hands deduct pay and disburse and likewise repay and reimburse to herself and themselves and to each other and each and every of them all fees to Counsel fees for advice Law charges and all other costs charges damages and expenses whatsoever paid expended or incurred by her or them or any or either of them in or about or in relation to the execution or management of the trusts or executorship of this my Will and also all reasonable compensation for her and their and each and every of their time and trouble In witness whereof I the said Francis Kervell the Testator have to this my last Will and Testament contained in two sheets of paper annexed together set my hand and seal on the last sheet thereof having previously to the first sheet thereof set my hand the day and year first above written
